Bowling

(Men and Women)

1. There must be a minimum of four players per team to earn entrance points.

2. Each player rolls 3 games per night.  Players may bowl any time during the hours of 3:00 and 6:00pm.
3. Team members will be expected to pay a minimal fee at the time of play. ($1.00)
4. Must present student I.D. at desk for shoes.  Bowling shoes only may be worn.

5. Usually the bowler on the right has the right of way.

6. Score is kept electronically.  Sign the Re-Cap sheet after each game and have the Intramural Supervisor verify score. (Do not give scores to the bowling lanes manager.)

7. No chewing, rubbing, spitting, etc. please… or you will be asked to leave immediately.

8. Follow all bowling alley rules and regulations.

9. Keep the game going as quickly as possible and do not wait for someone who is coming later.  They may bowl double frames to recover.  Official Intramural participants only –No one else!

10. Return all balls to the center racks before leaving the bowling alley.

11. There will be a roll-off among the top teams to determine the overall winner.

12. Legal bowlers for the Championship must have bowled 90% of the nights.

13. Bowl on your regularly scheduled night during the assigned times.  Make-ups will have to be arranged through the Director and Manager of the bowling alley.

14. All other NCAA Rules apply.
